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On November 2, 1962, the city of Barre voted
for a new high school. Taking a great part in the cam-
paign for the new school was the School Study Com-
mittee which worked for months U’_\il]“\' to show the
citizens that we had to have a new school.

The proposed new school will be divided into
subject areas such as mathematics, languages, and bus-
iness training on two floors, and with a basement for
janitors’ storage and the boiler room.

The main offices will probably consist of offices
for the principal and the assistant principal, storage,
the general office, and a consultation room.

Everything will be much easier because of the
additional space and modern conditions. Also the
school will be in one location instead of the present
two.
