High school student during world war II

Hello I'm Lorraine Hill. I was born in June 5, 1929. I'm 76
years old, and I was born in Danville. I have two brothers and
two sisters. Only one of my brothers is living, but one of my
brothers fought in World War II. My husband was in the war

too.

When I was in school, girls could not wear slacks. But in the
winter when we walked to school we would wear them under
our skirts, and as soon as we got to school, we would take them
off. My favorite subjects in school were English, then poetry,
and my third favorite was reading. There was also a shortage of
teachers so we had a typist as a teacher. Most were not
qualified as teachers, but taught because most of the teachers
were serving in the war. When we started school we had a class
of 32, but some quit or moved because of the war. [ graduated

after the war ended.

Also I liked all transportation because it got you from point
A to point B. My mother and I could never go for a Sunday ride
because gas was rationed. We had a car, but tires were also
hard to replace. One night someone put up the car on cement

blocks and took off our tires. My sister had a car and license.



She was all ooh and aah. We thought she was a hotshot. We also
had a bus going through town. It started here in Hardwick and
went all the way to Montpelier; and that was a long way for
back then. I know it went farther. But I don’t know where it
went from there. A train also went through town at that time
but we don’t have any now as you know. The train started in
Hardwick and went all the way to Quebec and so forth. We had

some transportation, but not like what we have today.

For fun we played cards in church once a week. Other than
cards all of the games were played outdoors. The sports were
tee-ball, baseball, basketball, swimming, sledding, skating,
walking, running, and so forth. My favorite games were cards,
swimming, and ice skating There was a lot of dances like
jitterbugging, waltz, square dances, and so forth. My favorite
dance was jitterbugging. We had board games: checkers, chess,
and so forth. My sister, my mom, and I went on road trips. We
had a lot of fun going with my sister because we barely got to
see her because she lived in a different state. When we went
picnicing, we had of fun. We also listened to a lot of music. And

we went to the movies occasionally.

I went to church; it was different from what it is now. My

mom was very close to church, her friends were all from

church. We would walk to church and went to pray for our

friends, family, and neighbors that were in the war.. <« -
